With most respects I, A.Santhanam, Employment Number 51215, National Aerospace Laboratories, Bangalore-560017 humbly and most respectfully submit  this  reminder Contempt Petition. This is in continuation of the  earlier contempt applications and   inquiries in person.
Para 1:-

OA 38 / CAT / 1996 / BAN:--

The orally told reason  by the Respondent’s office  is  that   it is connected to the subjudice matters pending before  Hon’ble Supreme Court of India,  before  Hon’ble High Court of Karnataka and  before the Hon’ble President,   the details of which are not made known to the Applicant. In this order  the Hon’ble CAT ordered reinstatement in service or payment of subsistence allowance (treating as under suspension) and to conduct a proper de nova inquiry. The Hon’ble Tribunal observed the subject matter as  the complaint of forgery done by  the former disciplinary authority.  But, the former disciplinary authority did not comply with this order. He did not reinstate in service. He conducted and completed an ex-parte de-nova inquiry during March –April 1999 without payment of subsistence allowance or salary or pension.  The secretary of the Co-operative society met the Applicant at home and showed  the  ledger folio entries forged by the former disciplinary authority  for entries such as Rs2000, Rs14000 and many others.  The administrative officers  met the applicant at home and told that the service records were forged  by the former disciplinary authority pertaining to qualification only LEE (NAL record 19-1-1990 & ors), age reduced by four years (DOB 22-8-1952), seniority w.e.f. 1-2-1986 and from 1-2-1981 denied using forged DOB, qualification  and alleged break in service  during years 1985-86 not counting for service with NIL salary Rs000.00, work allocation record CR 1987 –MS degree entry  and many others all forged by the former disciplinary authority. The accounts officer met at home and told that the provident fund register, LIC-salary deduction scheme register, NAL cheque for Rs60160/-, LTC accounts records  and co-operative society’s ledger-folio  had been forged by the former disciplinary authority. It was told that the former disciplinary authority has used a forged medical certificate to deny the medical claim “KREC”, a forged bond dated 26-11-1979 to deny research facilities w.e.f. June 1981 JNTU – NAL joint research project  and others.
Para 2. 
Grounds:-

The Applicant is suffering in  the old age of 58 years and health problems. He is eligible for free medical treatment  at NAL as applicable to Government of India Central Civil Service Rules, but, it is  denied to him and to his family. The Applicant joined Government service on 28-8-1964 and served for five years in Madras Port trust. Then he joined in  NAL from  9-1-1970.  After  having sincerely served our  nation for the development of Science & Technology during the prime period of his life, his family is suffering now without proper medical, food and housing  all caused by the extremely vindictive  former disciplinary authority.

All the SIX (6) orders passed by the Hon’ble Tribunal from the year 1987 to 2000 were not complied with by the former disciplinary authority. The applicant has mentally, physically and financially collapsed and he is unable to pursue the matter before the Hon’ble Tribunal through a learned counsel.
